THE AMERICAN CIVIL WAR CENTER AT HISTORIC TREDEGAR

Dear Friends and Supporters:

During the 2006–07 fiscal year, The American Civil War Center at Historic Tredegar successfully
inaugurated the Center’s exhibit In the Cause of Liberty, opened a museum store, continued 
its outstanding national and local public education programs, hosted students and teachers in
Grades 5–12, welcomed visitors, and instituted its first Annual Fund to support operations.
That totals to a lot of investment, time, and energy. What a busy year for the staff!

The capital investment in the Center’s building program and exhibit came in under
budget. The figures presented here are the most recent audited figures for fiscal year 2005–06, 
a period of energetic growth, including the adaptive reuse of the Tredegar Gun Foundry, the
mounting of the exhibit, and the construction of the entry pavilion. 

Included in the chart on Revenue are gifts and grants from individuals, foundations,
corporations, and federal, state, and city sources. In addition to operating the exhibit, the
Center is committed to using new technology for education, and one grant is directed to the
Educational Web Companion being prepared in partnership with the Virginia Center for
Digital History at the University of Virginia. The Center’s site will aid teachers across the world
with preparation for Civil War curriculum. Income from the capital campaign provided funding
for operations and administration during the building phase of the Center, and site income
contributed to maintenance costs.

As shown in the chart on Expense, personnel costs are the most significant line item,
including fundraising and education. The Center’s low level of fundraising expenses was
especially commendable for a new enterprise. The excess of Revenue over Expense helped to
fund the purchase of equipment and media content needed for construction of the Center’s
exhibit In the Cause of Liberty.

The first Annual Fund for operations in fiscal year 2006–07 exceeded its budgeted goal.
As a result, the Center enters the 2007–08 fiscal year in a sound financial position with a
sizeable cash reserve, a moderate level of net funded debt, a significant degree of liquidity, and
good prospects for another balanced budget. The Center’s balance sheet includes a substan-
tial pledges receivable balance from the Capital Campaign. These resources will supplement
future operations and allow the Center under its financial plan to eliminate funded debt
incurred to build the exhibit. In addition, the Center has a line of credit offering financial
flexibility during the year. 

We look forward confidently to a second strong operating year.

The figures presented below are the latest audited figures
available. The fiscal year 2005–06, ending on June 30, 2006,
marked the completion of the $13.6 million Capital Campaign.
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The Board of Directors is laying the foundation for a national
search for a new President who will lead the institution in the
next phase of its growth and development. 

From the Center’s successful beginning it now must turn to
broadening its audience and strengthening its financial base.
These sustainability issues are much like the ones public
broad-casting faced when it was new, and they will require
continuing focus. They must be addressed within the reality 
of an ever-changing landscape of history and entertainment
offerings in Richmond and nationally.

The strengths of the Center going forward are its outstanding
national board, its location on the increasingly vibrant
Richmond riverfront, its authentic historical campus, the
positive visitor response to the exhibit, the Center’s ties to the
academic community, its track record of successful national
programming, its proven value in promoting constructive
dialogue between the races, and its proven ability to raise both
capital and operating funds.

The first year of operation tells us that our growth potential
lies in education programming, in visitation (given visitor
satisfaction), and in continued building of programming
partnerships with other institutions, both local and national.
The board and staff will be focused on exploiting these areas
of strength through improved marketing and continuing
enhancement of product and program. As the Center begins
its second year as an operating entity, it is also continually
assessing and refining its own operating processes.

The Center has an enormous opportunity in the upcoming
Sesquicentennial of the Civil War, 2011–2015. As the insti-
tution that has set a new standard for Civil War interpretation
by means of the breadth, comprehensiveness, and intellectual
challenge of our exhibit, the Center can seize the momentum
of the Sesquicentennial to broaden its appeal. This is an
opportunity not to be missed.

In the year ahead the Center can look forward to becoming an
established source of pride and understanding for Richmond,
Virginia, and the nation.

NEW MEMBER OF THE CENTER’S BOARD OF DIRECTORS

Edward L. Ayers is a nationally recognized scholar and
educator who was an advisor in the early days of forming the
exhibit In the Cause of Liberty. He has joined the Center’s
Board of Directors for a three-year term extending from
2007–10, with opportunity for a second term. 

As the ninth President of the University of Richmond, he came
to Richmond in 2007 from the University of Virginia, where 
he served as the Buckner W. Clay Dean of Arts and Sciences
and the Hugh P. Kelly Professor of History. He led major
fundraising initiatives resulting in more than $110 million for
the College of Arts and Sciences and the largest addition to 
the Central Grounds in a century. He was named US Professor
of the Year for Doctoral and Research Universities by the
Carnegie Foundation for the Advancement of Teaching in 2003. 

One of the nation’s leading scholars on the American Civil War,
he has written or edited nine books, and has been a finalist for
both the Pulitzer Prize and the National Book Award. He also

pioneered in digital media
with “The Valley of the
Shadow: Two Com-
munities in the American
Civil War.” In 2000, the
presentation won the first
annual Lincoln Prize for
best digital work on the
era of the American Civil
War. He is a graduate 
of the University of
Tennessee and earned his
doctorate in American
Studies at Yale University.
